OSHA Simplified Checklist
OK Now you want to make sure you have all the bases covered. Well here is a simplified list (thanks to Special Safety Officer Student Amy for suggesting the development of this checklist. You rock Amy!)


1) Shelves – make sure heavier items are waste level to prevent back strain, shelves sturdy and stable

2) Signage – signs for 

a) eyewash station

b) fire extinguisher

c) x-rays

d) laser

e) steps up or down

f) exits

g) isolation

h) employees only

i) O2 * not essential but doesn’t hurt 

j) Anesthesia in use * not essential but doesn’t hurt 

3) MSDSs – binders and or computer desktop file with CD ROM backup keeping them  up to date, accessible to all employees, AND  Site Specific  are the essential elements to your MSDS program

4) Electrical – outlets in good repair, cords in good repair

5) Ergonomic – check work stations chairs wrist gel pads for keyboards, and don’t forget standing  in surgery or doing dentals, make sure good standing surface (consider fatigue pads for floor) and chairs set at correct heights. 

6) PPE – make sure all is available and in good working order and employees understand when to wear what

7) Labels – secondary labels clear marking and employees aware ; make it a team project
8) Safety Manual – make sure employees understand sections and that it is a learning aid as well as contains clinic protocols

9) Posters – OSHA and state posters  should be in employee area like break room or hall
